I. Treasurer’s Report:

· We have about $2750 left of our 2002 money, plus $3500 for 2003, for a total of approximately $6200. We must spend and account for the 2002 money by the end of this calendar year in order to receive the 2003 grant distribution. We would also like to apply for the 2004 money. We do have enough volunteer hours to match expenditure of the full $6200 currently remaining in awarded grant money.

· We all agreed to spend the $6200 as follows:

· $2300 toward a port-a-potty at Spinney Homestead park ($500 for concrete pad; $200 a month for rental fees, March-Dec.)

· $600 for a new kiosk at the back entrance to Peter Kirk Elementary school.

· $200 for plants and planting materials to beautify the Highlands entrance sign.

· $200 for plants and planting materials to beautify the planting beds next to the new pedestrian overpass bridge.

· Remainder as a down payment towards a drinking fountain at Highlands Park.

· The association must submit our request for 2004 grant money to the City by the end of November. Julia will prepare the application. We would earn the grant money for the following volunteer projects:

· Entrance sign beautification and maintenance

· Brush clearing at Spinney park, to reduce illicit activities and litter

· Pedestrian bridge planting bed cleanup, beautification and maintenance

· Build new kiosk by Peter Kirk Elementary

· We would use the 2004 grant money for the following projects:

· Highlands drinking fountain

· Park improvement items, such as benches and picnic tables, for various parks in our neighborhood.

· Newsletters (the City pays for one per year per neighborhood)

· Social events

II. We need a logo for our neighborhood association. We need to discuss having a logo creation contest.

III. We need a name for the new park. We need to discuss having a naming contest.

IV. We all agreed that it would be good to have one or more youth members on our neighborhood board. Karen will mention this in the Courier.
