RECYCLING PROGRAM

Kirkland is a leader in recycling and it is possible to recycle almost all our waste stream including food items like used pizza boxes, which go in the yard waste container.  Kirkland recycling consultant, Sam Wilder, led a discussion on what can be recycled and showed examples of products manufactured from recycled items.

Of note:

The only plastics you can recycle are bottles, jugs, and tubs, no lids. Ignore the number on the bottom.

You can recycle staples and paper clips. 

GREEN KIRKLAND PARTNERSHIP

Green Kirkland Parks Project is a partnership between, the city of Kirkland, The Cascade Land Conservancy and volunteers formed to eradicate invasive noxious weeds from private and public property.  Sharon Rodman, from Kirkland Parks Dept made a presentation on the project and showed pictures of many alien noxious weeds that are trying to take over Western Washington.  English Ivy is a particularly difficult species that harms large and small trees and can ultimately kill them if not stripped away from tree trunks. Highlands hopes to schedule ivy removal work parties at Cotton Hill Park this year. 

HIGHLANDS BUDGET 

It was decided to purchase a table for Highlands Park with the funds left over in the 2007 budget. We also voted to approve the 2008 grant proposal as follows:

- Miscellaneous funds for picnic, egg hunt, posters, website, etc. (~$700)

- Port-a-Potty at Highlands Park ($115-$165/month for 6 months, starting in spring)

- Remainder to go toward Cotton Hill Park and Connections projects
